These applications
are not offered by commercial providers in our area. We will also be linked to other charter
schools, the District’s public schools, the University of the District of Columbia, and its new
community college campuses.



I strongly urge funding of this application. We believe NTIA Broadband Technology
Opportunities Program is critical to access and in providing improved broadband services to not
only our students, but to all students throughout the District.

The District of Columbia’s Office of the Chief Technology Officer (OCTO} is submitting this application for a federal
grant from Department of Commerce's National Telecommunications and Information Administration, under the
Broadband Technology Opportunities Program (BTOP), Round Two (Winter 2010), as authorized by the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA}.

"‘BC Community Access Network” (‘DC-CAN") is a Comprehensive Community Infrastructure (CCl) project
(EasyGrants ID#5116). The project intends to deploy a District-wide fiber network to health, educational, public
safety and other community anchor institutions. The network will enable job creation and skills development
objectives for residents of the District (and complements two other NTIA BTOP applications, one each for
Sustainable Broadband Adoption and cne for Public Computing Centers). The fiber network will provide wireless
access, backhaul services for commercial and institutional entities, as well as communications services for District
of Columbia Government agencies. Finally, the network will enable qualified organizations to provide fast-mile
capabilities to residents in economically distressed areas of the District.

OCTO, and its communications infrastructure group, DC-Net, has installed and operated a basic fiber network
since 2002, using the existing Verizon underground conduit system. Standard operating procedures for DC-Net in
planning new fiber paths include confiming paths are consistent with District Department of Transportation
conventions, and do not interfere with DDOT operations.

Current plans for DC-CAN suggest route paths for new fiber that exclusively utilize existing Verizon conduits, and
that no new construction will be required, nor ground disturbed. No new conduits will be laid, nor will new manholes
be placed. Terminations within buildings will be consistent with installation of other communications infrastructure,
as is deployed today.

As outlined in BTOP's "NEPA and NHPA Guidance for Round Two Applicants’, OCTO understands that it is not
required to obtain either an Environmental Assessment (EA) or an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) at this
time. However, OCTO did review the proposed site list (for Community Anchor Institutions, and Points of
InterConnect) and the proposed fiber route list, to ensure DC-CAN is only installing fiber where Verizon conduit
exists.

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OCTO would like consideration for a Categorical Exclusion under A6 in Appendix B, "DOC-Eligible Categorical
Exclusions", as outlined in the "NEPA Guidance" document.

OCTQ believes the DC-CAN
project qualifies for this exclusion.

Shouid the application be reviewed in due diligence, OCTO is prepared to discuss what NTIA feels would be
satisfactory, in addressing any remaining environmental concems.
